From the HOA President-Shirley Paxon

Happy New Year! | hope everyone had a very blessed and wonderful holiday.

Many of you have expressed concern about the increase in the HOA Dues. We realize times
are difficult for many homeowners; Country Walk is facing many of the same challenges. In the
past 15 years the HOA Dues have only been raised 4 times, in 2001, 2003, 2008, and 2011. Over
the past 7 years, the association has spent in excess of $375,000.00 making repairs to maintain
the amenities. There are many things that have been done in the past, keeping the cost down to
the homeowners, that can no longer be done. These are things such as resurfacing the decks and
tennis courts, repairing items instead of replacing them, etc. The average life of a tennis court is
20 years, Country Walk’s are 25 years old and in need of major repairs, the same is true of the
pool and pavilion deck surfaces.

Many have also expressed concerns about the amount budgeted for delinquent accounts.
This is based on the large number of foreclosures and bankruptcies. The Board and NMS are
working diligently to collect these funds. Up until 2010, we had been able to keep the delinquency
rate at or below 5%. There is a standard procedure set up to attempt to collect these amounts.
We go through the process of sending certified letters, filing HOA liens, filing suit against the
homeowners in Magistrate Court and getting personal judgments against the homeowners to try
and collect the accounts. In addition, we have become very proactive in trying to collect on
foreclosures by contacting the mortgage companies directly and the property management compa-
nies that take over the maintenance and selling of the property following the foreclosure process.
These actions have proven to be very successful, but are extremely time consuming.

The HOA Dues are due on or before January 15" to avoid the late fees. | encourage everyone
to get your payment in on time and if possible pay in full and take advantage of the discount. If you
take advantage of the discount, the increase is less than $22.00 for the year. A special thank you
goes out to all the homeowners that have already paid the 2011 dues.

FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE: Proposed State Change to Mathematics Options

On June 24, 2010, the Georgia State Board of Education proposed a high school mathematics option for
*at-risk students who struggled in Mathematics | and Mathematics Il. If approved at the August GADOE
board meeting, this new option will be effective only for the 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 school year.

The change:

0 The identified *at-risk mathematics students who entered ninth grade in 2008-2009 or
2009-2010 may meet the four mathematics requirements for graduation by taking
Mathematics I, Mathematics II, Mathematics Support Ill, and Mathematics Ill if
necessary.

0 The newly allowed core class of Mathematics Support Il will focus on content from
Mathematics I, Mathematics I, and Mathematics Ill. Completion and mastery of
Mathematics Support Il will provide the mathematics support necessary to pass the
GHSGT.

0 Mathematics Support | and Il have not been proposed for core mathematics credit. They
will continue to count as electives only.

0 Using Mathematics Support Il as one of the four mathematics graduation requirements
may impact college admissions eligibility if students do not pursue taking a mathematics
course above Mathematics Il in their senior year.

Note: Students are encouraged to continue to take the most rigorous curriculum possible to be
competitive for college admissions. Contact your colleges of interest if you have questions about their
admissions criteria.

CRITERIA FOR *AT-RISK STATUS

In Cobb, *at-risk students shall be defined as those experiencing at least two of the following:

e Failed either Mathematics EOCT with a score of 69 or lower in Mathematics | or Mathematics I1;
e Took both support and regular Mathematics | or |l classes;
e Earned a grade of 74 or below in Mathematics | or Il.

If your student is starting the third year in high school and is an *at-risk mathematics student who is not
scheduled for Math Support Ill, your school may have made contact with you in recent weeks to
consider these state changes. Your student should make an appointment with his/her counselor as soon
as possible if you have not been contacted and want to discuss them. Second year students may contact
counselors at a later time to discuss this option for next year. Course availability will be impacted by the
volume of student requests and staffing. Schedule changes must be completed in the first ten days of
the semester.
