If you have not yet picked up your 2010 Country Walk ID card, please make arrange-
ment s to do so as soon as possible.  The cards can be picked up from the pool 
checkers during pool hours.  In order to receive your new ID card, you must have 

your dues paid in full.  If you did not have an ID made last year or are new to the 
neighborhood, please contact Neighborhood Management Services to have your pho-
tos taken and IDs made.  If you have not paid your dues in full, please contact 
Neighborhood Management Services and make arrangements to do so.  
 

If you know anyone in the neighborhood that does not receive the newsletter, does not have a 
computer or internet access, please let Neighborhood Management know.  We will be glad to 
send a hardcopy of the newsletter to any homeowner without a computer or internet access.  
 
Behind the scenes the ACC Committee has been hard at work.  Inspections are being done on a 
regular basis and notices sent out advising homeowners of the possible violations on their prop-
erty.  We appreciate all the effort homeowners are putting in to taking care of the possible vio-
lations.  Here are some of the many simple things can improve the appearance of your home:   

 

Refresh the mulch,  

Keep your driveway and walkways clear of debris,  

Make sure your edging is properly installed,  

Keep the curb area in front of you home clean ï pine straw, grass clippings, etc. accumulat-

ing in the curb area really detracts from the appearance of your home.  

Edged your driveway, walkways and along the curb  

Make sure your roof and gutters donôt have debris accumulating on them or weeds growing 

in them.  

Put your childrenôs toys away when they are finished playing with them. 

Lawns should be mowed and trimmed on a regular basis  

Straighten your mailbox , make any repairs that are necessary and give it a fresh coat of 

black paint  

As a reminder, if you have a contractor doing work on your home, they may place on sign 

in the yard while the work is going on.  Once the work is complete the sign must be re-
moved.
