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ACC NEWS & UPDATES

Spring is almost here and many of us are planning our projects around the house.  Remember, if you are planning to change 
anything about the outside appearance of your home, you must fill out a “Modification Form” and submit it to the ACC for approval 
prior to doing the work.  Changes that require approval include: painting, re-roofing, replacement of windows or doors, addition of 
storm doors, altering your landscape layout, and the removal of any trees.

You do NOT need a “Modification Form” if you are cutting back overgrown shrubbery, replacing sod or over-seeding your grass, 
cleaning out gutters, or replenishing the pine straw in your shrubbery beds and natural areas.

Please allow at least a week for the ACC to respond to your “Modification Form”.  We always try to give prompt replies, but it does 
take a few days to review and process requests.

One of the nice benefits of living in Powder Springs is our yard debris pick up service by The City.  Yard debris consists of organic 
materials such as leaves, sticks, pine cones and grass clippings.  Yard debris should be placed in biodegradable paper bags (you
can get these at Home Depot, Lowe’s or other gardening centers) or a plastic waste receptacle designated and marked as “Yard 
Waste,” and placed at the curb before 7:00 AM on Mondays.  Brush & limbs no larger than 6” diameter and 3’ in length will also be 
picked up by The City if they are placed in a neat pile no larger than 3’wide x 3’long x 3’high.  For more information, please call the 
Public Works Department at 770-943-8010.

Trees are a hot topic of conversation these days.  How do you know if a tree needs to be cut down?  A lot of tree cutting 
companies will drive through the neighborhood and tell you anything just to get you to let them make a quick dollar by cutting your 
trees down.  If you have questions or concerns about your trees, come to the Homeowners’ Meetings where you may address 
members of the ACC Committee.
